 1)  Biographical sketch

     Kam-Fai Wong received his B.Sc. (Hon) and Ph.D.  from Edinburgh University, Scotland, in 1983 and 1987, respectively. He was a post-doctoral researcher at Heriot-Watt University (Scotland, 1987-88), UniSys (Scotland, 1988) and ECRC (Germany, 1989-1993). In 1993 he returned to Hong Kong, where he first served as a Project Manager in the Faculty of  Engineering, The Chinese University of Hong Kong (CUHK) and later in 1997, he was converted to an  associate professor in the Department of Systems  Engineering and Engineering  Management, CUHK. Concurrent to his teaching position, he was appointed as the  associate director of the Centre of Innovation and Technology (CINTEC), CUHK (a centre for  promotion of technology transfer).

     Dr. Wong is the chief architect of the IPOC bilingual search engine designed  and developed at CUHK. In 1998, a company was spun-off based on the IPOC  technology and Dr. Wong serves as a director and the technical consultant of the company.

     Dr. Wong is a member of the ACM, IEEE-CS and IEE (UK); a member of the governing board of the Chinese Language Computer Society (CLCS); a member of the ACM Hong Kong Chapter EXCO; a member  of the ACM Membership Activities Board responsible for Asia Coordination  since 1998; and a lecturer in the ACM Distinguished Lectureship Program.  He was the 1994-96 chairman  of the ACM Hong Kong Chapter, a Vice Chairman of ACM SIGAPP (1996-1998); and a member of the ACM Local Activities Board (1995-1997).

     Dr. Wong is a founding co-Editor-In-Chief of the new ACM Transactions on Asian Language Information Processing (ACM Press), an area editor of  the Journal of  Computer Processing of Oriental Languages (World Scientific Press); and a member of  editorial board of the  journal on Distributed  and Parallel Databases (Kluwer Publishers). At present,  he serves as the Program  Director  of the ACM International Collegiate Programming Contest, Asia Regional Contest  Hong Kong, Oct.'00; the General Chair of  the 2000  International Workshop on  Information Retrieval with Asian Languages, Hong Kong, Sept.'00; a  program  co-chair of the International Conference on Chinese Language  Computing (ICCLC'2000), Chicago, Sept.'00; and a panel committee co-chair of VLDB'2002, Hong Kong.

     Dr. Wong is also very active locally. He is a Vice Chairman of the Scout Association of Hong Kong, Kowloon Region; a founding member of the Hong Kong I.T.  Joint Council, an organisation for promotion of local I.T. industry; and members of various committee within the College. He was a candidate for a seat in the Voting Committee in the 1998 Hong Kong Legislative Council Election.
